Safety Begins at Home

You probably spent a lot of time and effort making your home

safe for your baby. Did you know there are still more things you &
can do as your child grows older? Your preschooler is becoming : $
more coordinated and independent. She's also gaining a better
understanding of her own safety. You can talk to her about
things that are safe or unsafe, and about family rules that she
can understand and see everyone following.

Teach your preschooler to follow these basic safety rules:

¢ “Stop, look and listen” when her name is called out loud. Listening and following
your instructions are important first steps. “No” means “Stop and look at me.”
“Okay” means “Go.” This rule is especially important around traffic, in the
playground, on outings or during water play.

* Don’t cross the street without an adult.

* Hazard symbols mean “Danger. Stay away.” Ask your child to come and get you if
he finds a product marked this way.

* Prevent trips and falls by picking up toys after play and keep the stairs and
hallway floor clear of toys, clothing and shoes.

* Hold the handrail and turn on a light before going up or down stairs.

* Turn the cold water faucet on first when washing hands at the sink.

* Ask an adult before opening bottles or containers.

* Keep small objects and toys (anything small enough to fit inside an empty toilet
roll) away from a younger child.

* Always wear a helmet when riding a bicycle, but take it off before playing on a playground.

* Don’t ever go into water (for example a pool, lake or river) without an adult.

* Avoid climbing or pulling on big pieces of furniture.

* An adult needs to be present to use the oven or the stove.

* Ask for help if you need to plug something in.

- Your preschooler loves to learn. She will be very open to basic safety routines if
they are part of a family activity: talked about, practiced and shared.

Fire Prevention For Little Kids

Is it any wonder that kids are fascinated with fire? After
just one year of life, they sit at a table and are presented
with a delicious dessert containing a burning candle.
Everyone cheers as the child blows it out. Here are a few
tips to keep kids safe from fires.

Top Safety Tips:

* Working smoke alarms reduce the chances of dying in a
fire by nearly 50 percent. They are a critical first step for staying safe, but in order to
be effective, they have to be working properly. For the best protection, install smoke
alarms on every level of your home and in every sleeping area.

* Consider installing a smoke alarm that has a 10-year battery.

* Teach kids never to play with matches, lighters or fireworks.

* Keep candles at least 12 inches away from anything that can burn, and always blow
them out when you leave the room or before you go to sleep. Teach older kids not to
use candles in their bedrooms, unless supervised by an adult.

* Use common sense in the kitchen. Limit distractions when cooking and don’t leave a
hot oven or stovetop unattended.

* Have a fire extinguisher in the kitchen in case of emergency, and make sure you know
how it works. You might be surprised that most people don’t know how to use one.

¢ Children should know how to respond to the sound of a smoke alarm. Teach them to
get low and get out when they hear it. A child who is coached properly ahead of time
will have a better chance to be safe. Watch our video to learn more.

* Practice feeling the door, doorknob and cracks around the door with the back of your
hand to see if they are too hot. Help your children practice this step.

* Together, have your family plan and practice a home fire escape plan with two ways
out of your house in case of a fire. It is important to have an alternate exit in case one
is blocked by fire.

* Choose a place to meet outside that is a safe distance away from your home.

* If you cannot safely escape your home or apartment, keep smoke out of the room by
covering vents and cracks around the door and call 911 or your fire department as
quickly as possible. Then signal for help at the window with a light-colored cloth or a
flashlight.

* To prevent possible fires, avoid plugging several appliance cords into the same
electrical socket.

* If using gasoline-powered devices, store gasoline in a locked location where children
cannot access it. Keep only small quantities in an approved container that has child
safety features.
